Analysis of an Experiment
Dr. Jones was interested in discovering if cows milk or goats milk is a better supplement for natural milk for puppies. Dr. Jones had 10, eight week old Labrador puppies in his laboratory. He randomly assigned half of the puppies to be raised on cows milk and half of the puppies to be raised on goats milk by assigning each puppy a number then drawing 5 numbers out of a hat. These first five numbers were put into the cows milk group and the remaining 5 puppies were placed in the goats milk group. Dr. Jones kept track of the amount of weight each puppy gained over the course of 4 weeks. Dr. Jones found the following results:
